1. This splendid imestone tomb was built by the general,
Harmbalb, who afllerward became King Harmhab, His
career before he gained the throne is openly narrated in
his Coronation Inscription (3§22 fi); but the first step
in the study of his bie is the demonstration of the identity
of the gencral and the king. This was first proved by
the ohservation that the Viconna fragment may be fitted
upon the Leyden blocks® (§§z-13). The construction
of the tomb and cxecution of the reliefs belong to a
period either just before or just alter the Aton heresy of
Tkhnaton; for Harmhab, in praising King Ikhnaton, states
that he owes hiz Lingdom to Amen® (§8): furthermore,
the cods of Heliopolis— Horus, Osiris, Isis, Nephthys,
and Hathor—are mentioned. As Amon is not erased in
the tomby, this, with the mention of the other gods, would
indicate that the tomb was constructed under Ikhnaton’s
weak saccessors, after the resumption of the Amon-
worship, at 2 time when the commemoration of Harm-
hab's favor under Tkhnaton was pot yet a political foux
fas.

The king who favored him is not mentioned; but the Leyrden
tomD reliefs (§§ 2 1.} show that he was a favoriic of lkhnaton.

‘The
greurrence of Seti I's name as king ad the botlom shows that
he wag coregent with his father in the latter’s sceond year.
His father died not more than six raonths afier the crection
of this stela (§ 137), and reigned a maximum of two and a
half years.

8. These rcliefs form the most important document
gurviving [rom Sell T's reign, being practically our only
source for his wars, Unfortunately, their fonction was a
religious one; they furnish us a series of scenes presenting
the wars of Seti I in their religious aspect, accompanicd by
a few meager cxplanatory inscriptions ammexed to the
principal actors in cach scenc. These scenes, like the
Annals of Thutrmose II1, spgain Mustrate the nature of the
compact betwoen the Pharaoh and his god: on the one hand,
the god grants the Pharuoh the might which prevails over
all the nations; on the other, the PPharach offers to the god
the captives and the plunder thus gained. According o
these scenes, the wars of Seti have but one aspect, and that
is religious.  Ewen in the arrangement of the scenes on the
wall this is evident.

BUILDING INSCRIPTIONS

Supplemeniing
the maodel, the Inscriptions on the right and left edge mention
the nwaking of a holy of holies, which by mctonymy may
mcail an entire temple; two pylons, doorways, (wo < pades,™
and two obelisks.

294, Ramses I1, with his two predeccssors, mherited a
very dangerous situation In Syria.  Seti I had not succeeded
in relieving thal situation, and upon Ramses IT fell the
critical task of confronting and checking the southward
advance of the Hittites, in their provess of absorbing the
Epyprian conquests in Svria.  They were tho most powerful
people which Egypt had ever met, and the conflict lasted
nearly twenty yeers, during which we may discern three
periodls. Tn the fiest of these we lind Ramses, ulter having
pushed his Phoeenician boundary northward to Beyrut,
marching down the Orontes againge the Hittites at Kadesh.
The remarkable hutile which followed was without bene-
ficial reanlt. "The second period finds Ramses battling for
the reeovery of Palesting, where there had ansen a general
revolt, undoubtedly incited by the Hittites. This revalt

After a reference (o the treaty of peace, the king
of the Hittites i3 represented as reverting 1o their defeat by
Ramses, and he apparently proposes thal thoy procced to
Egypt. This they de, bringing rich giits, and the news
soon reaches Ramses, who is filled with delight, and prepares
tr rereive his visitors; the chiefs of Kheta, Kode, and “ ke
chirfs of every land.” He sees to be concerned for their
arrival in the uncertainties of winter travel, and offers an
oblation 40 Suickh on their behalf. When finally, with the
escort he had sent to meet them. they arrive in safely, they
appear with the Hittile king’s eldest daughter at their head,
the troops of Cpypl “sengling with the foct and horse of
Khetn” A yreat feast seems to have been Imwrnediately
held, where those who had once [aced ewch other in combat
now eat and drick together, while the Asiatic princes ap-
preach {he Pharaoh in audience.

As the mention of this princess occurs directly
after 2 reference to Keshlesh, onc of the allies of the Hitlite
Ling: as the envovs are later (L 13) said to be “ the children
of the greal chicfs of the land of Khete,”' and as there is a
relerence to o coming “io Ecevpt lor the second tome,” this
may possibly be the account of Ramses’ marriage to a
second IMighte princess.

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THE INVASION OF LIBYANS AND MEDITEERANEAN
FEOYLES

580. Tror thiz, one of 1he most serloons nvasions which
have ever threatened Egypt, we possess & scries of four
documents, which furnish u [uidy [ull account of its course,
the ensuing battle, and the resulting relicl in Egypt.  They
are the following:

L. The Greal Karpak Inscriplion (3§ g72-02)

I1. The Cairo Column (88 593-05).

III. The Athribiz Stela (3§ s06-Go1).

IV, The Hymn of Victory (8§ fo2-17).

These sources enalble us to sce the already aged
Merneptah facing the evil conditions on his Libvan frontier,
inherited from the decardes of neglect which concluded his
great father's reign.

He
then returned home, and in the royal palace, probably at
Mcmphis, he delivered a triumphal address, to which the
court respunded with scclamation. The people of the Delta,
on hearing the news, brdak out o rejolcing that peace
and safety are restorcd to them.

INSCRIPTIONS O TIE MTEH PRIEST OF AMOX, ROY

618. The documents left by Roy are of the greatest im-
portance a5 showing when the office of High Iriest of Aman
was for the first time transmitted from father o son, and
thus came to be regarded as hereditary. Moreover, an
examination of them discloses the fact that this arrogation of
pawer by the High Priest of Amon took place under Merne-
ptah, not at the close of the Ninelcenth Tynasty, as com-
menly supposed, but at the latest i the reign of Metneptah,
and possibly still earlier, in the reign of Ramses 1L Loy
lived in the reign of Merneptah (38 628 ), and inherited
the high priesthood of Amaon Tram his father, Rome, hereto-
fore vonsidered hisson.®  Roy'sfather, Rome, therefore lived
under Ramses 1T, and must have been the successor of Bek-
nekbonsu® {38 561-68).

639. The only Inscriptions of important historical content
from the relgn of Siptabh are the gralfiti of his viocroys in
Nubia, cepecially those at Wadi Halfa.® They show that
he was at first called Ramses-Siptah, and later Merneptah-
Siptah. Hc went out to Nubia apparently in his first year,
as far as Abu Simbel, to appoint Scti his new viceroy of Kush
{No. 1), and Neferhor the official who brought the new vice-
roy out to his post, recorded his arrival at Wadi Hzlfa
(Io. 2). The “reward” brought by Ncferbar on this ac-
casion for the officials of Nubia can be nothing else than the
new king's attempt to win snd bold them o his support.
T1e evidently succeeded, for in the year 3 the treasury official,
Tiyay, records tus visit al Wadi Halfa to reccive the tribute
of Kush {No. 3).

Setl becomes “governor o] the gotd-country of
Amen,” which places him in close communication with the
powerful priesthood of Amon,* from whom so many usurpers
drew their strength.
