Russian
Military Awards

The Order of Lenin State History Museum is
one of the world’s biggest depositories of
historical relics. Its funds comprise overfour
million items relating to the country's history
- fine collections of old clothing, weaponry,
Jewellery, woodwork, ceramics, efc.
Alongside other relics, the museum boasts an
extensive collection of military awards -
orders, medals, presentation weapons, and
honorary regimental colours - of the times of
prerevolutionary Russia and of the Soviet
period.
Russian and Soviet military awards are vivid
monuments of the military history of our
country, reminding one of the glorious pages
of struggle with enemies of the Motherland.
This booklet offers a narrative of these
awards, ofthe heroes who were decorated
with them and of the events which led to
their decoration.

The first Russian order, which was given
the name of St Andrew the First-Called,

was instituted at the very close ofthe 17th

ORDERS century. Its insignia consisted of a large

silver-embroidered octagonal star bearing the motto "For Faith
and Loyalty" and a badge ofthe order in the form ofanX-shaped St
Andrew's cross (called so from the tradition that St Andrew was
crucified on a cross of this type) covered with blue enamel. In the
post-Petrovian times, the badge was supplemented with a back-
ground in the shape of the Russian imperial eagle made in black
enamel. The cross was pinned to a wide blue ribbon worn over the
right shoulder and across the chest or, on ceremonial occasions, it
was worn on a gold chain decorated with varicoloured enamels.

The first man to receive the Order of St Andrew the First-Called
was Count Fyodor Golovin, a noted personality of the Petrovian
period. Peter the Great himselfwas decorated with this order only
in 1703 for a specific feat ofarms - the capture oftwo Swedish war-
ships in the mouth of the Neva River. In all, about forty people
were given this order in the reign of Peter the Great. Five men out
of this number received it for gallantry displayed during the Battle
of Poltava in 1709. The History Museum has on display the order
given to General Yakov Bruce, a well-known associate of Peter the
Great, for the Battle of Poltava, in which the entire Russian artil-
lery successfully fought under his command.

Another relic carefully preserved in the museum belonged to
the famous Russian military leader Pyotr Bagration, a hero ofthe
Patriotic War of 1812, who was a disciple and comrade-in-arms of
Alexander Suvorov and Mikhail Kutuzov. This relic is the ribbon
of the Order of St Andrew the First-Called which General Bagra-
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tion was wearing when he was fatally wounded during the Battle of
Borodino.

The Order of St Andrew the First-Called had a special class with
insignia adorned with cut or uncut diamonds. A set of such insig-
nia is also on show in the History Museum.

Peterthe Great contemplated establishing still another order, in-
tended as an exclusively military award and named after the out-
standing Russian military leader Prince Alexander Nevsky. How-
ever, he died before he had time to confer this order on anyone.
Under Catherine, his wife, who succeeded him as head of state af
ter his death, a number of civilians were included among the very
first bearers of the Order of St Alexander Nevsky. Thus it hap-
pened that this order became one of those Russian decorations
which were given both for military and civilian merits.

From the mid-19th century, crossed swords were added to the in-
signia of the Order of St Alexander Nevsky and other orders award-
ed for feats of arms.

The idea of instituting an exclusively military award was not
abandoned, however, and in 1769 the Order of St George was es-
tablished, which was to be awarded to officers and generals for
deeds of arms. The order could be given, for example, to a com-
mander who, "personally leading his troops, scores a full victory by
routing a strong enemy force" or, "personally leading his troops,
captures a fortress". This decoration could also be awarded for the
seizure ofan enemy battle standard, the capture ofan enemy com-
mander-in-chief or corps commander, and for other outstanding
exploits.

The Order of St George was divided into four classes. The first
one to be given was the order of the lowest, fourth class, to be fol-
lowed, for subsequent heroic deeds, by the order ofthe third and
then the second class, and finally a serviceman who had performed
a fourth outstanding act of heroism could be put forward for the
Order of St George 1st Class.

How honourable this decoration was can be judged from the fact
that while the Order of St Andrew the First-Called, the highest
award ofthe Russian Empire, was given to more than a thousand
people, the Order of St George 1st Class was conferred only on 25
persons, among them such noted personalities as General Field
Marshal Pyotr Rumyantsev-Zadunaisky, General Field Marshal
Grigori Potyomkin-Tavrichesky and the great Russian military
leaders Alexander Suvorov an Mikhail Kutuzov.

Directly related to the Order of St George was another award,
the so-called "gold-weapon" - a sabre with the inscription "For
Gallantry" and a small enamel cross of the Order of St George on
the hilt and a sword-knot ofthe colours of St George's ribbon. Ge-
nerals and admirals were given "gold weapons" adorned with dia-
monds and officers, unadorned "gold weapons". From 1807, those
awarded gold weapons were regarded as bearers of the Order of St
George. In 1913, this award was officially named St George's Wea-
pon.

The section on numismatics ofthe History Museum keeps a pri-
celess relic - the star and ribbon ofthe Order of St George 1st Class
which Alexander Suvorov wore. He was awarded this decoration
for a brilliant victory on the River Rimnic in September 1789 over a
Turkish army which vastly outnumbered his corps. For the same
action Suvorov received a gold smallsword set with diamonds and
inscribed with words of acknowledgement for his heroic deed. An
honorary supplement, "Rimniksky", was added to his family name.

There were also special tokens of honour, ranking close to ord-
ers, in the form ofgold crosses worn on St George's ribbon. They
were given to officers who took part in the capture of Ochakov
(1788), Izmail (1790), Praga (a Warsaw suburb, 1794) and Bazardz-
hik (1810) and in the battle at Preussisch-Eylau (1807).



Only officers and generals were entitled to receive the Order of
St George and "gold weapons® with the inscription "For Gallan-
try". In the early 19th century, speciad silver St George's cross,
which had only one class and was worn on orange-and-black St
George's ribbon, was instituted as a decoration for privates and
noncommissioned officers. This cross was awarded, in particular,
to Nadezhda Durova, the famous "cavalrygirl”, who began her mi-
litary career as a rank-and-file uhlan and later became the first wo-
man officer in the Russian army.

In the mid-19th century, St George's cross was divided into four
classes (1st and 2nd class crosses were of gold and 3rd and 4th class
crosses, of silver) and began to be given in the same manner as the
Order of St George was: first, the 4th class cross was given, to be
followed by the 3rd, 2nd and, lastly, 1< class cross.

The History Museum has a large collection of St George's
crosses, including those conferred on Russian soldiers, heroes of
the Patriotic War of 1812, of the defence of Sevastopol in the Cri-
mean War of 1853-1856, of the Battle of Shipka in the Russo-Tur-
kish War of 1877-1878, and a number of other actions. The mu-
seum also has a number of complete sets - so-called "full bow-
knots" - of St George's crosses of al the four classes.

In 1782, the Order of St Vladimir of four classes was instituted.
Starting from the 18th century, the Order of St Vladimir 4th Class
awarded for deeds of arms was supplemented with an additional
adornment in the form of abowknot of the colours of St Vladimir's
ribbon. The first Order of St Vladimir 4th Class with a bowknot
was given to the outstanding Russian naval commander D.N.Se-
nyavin for a successful operation against the Turks in the autumn
of 1788.

From 1855, crossed swords began to be added to the badges and
stars of orders awarded for feats of arms, with the exception of the
military Order of St George. In 1828-1874, an imperial crown was
added to the stars and badges of certain orders as a special mark of
distinction. After 1845, the state emblem of the Russian Empire,
the double-headed eagle, was substituted for representations and
monograms of saints on badges and stars given to non-Christians.

Some of the orders of the Russian Empire had foreign awards as
their prototypes, but in the course of time they became exclusively
Russian decorations.

In 1735, Duke Karl Frederick of Holstein-Gottorp instituted the
Order of St Anne in commemoration of his wife Anna Petrovna,
the daughter of Peter the Great, who had died shortly before. From
the early 1740s, when Crown Prince Karl Peter Ulrich of Holstein,
the future Emperor Peter 111 of Russia, came to Russia, the order
began to be presented to Russian subjects as well.

The Order of St Anne was officialy introduced into the Russian
award system by Paul | in 1797. Badges of the lowest class of this or-
der were fixed to cold steel, informally referred to as St Anne's
weapons. From 1829, the inscription "For Gallantry" was made on
such weapons in addition to a badge of the Order of St Anne if the
award was given to an officer for gallantry displayed in action.

The Order of the White Eagle and the Order of St Stanislaus
came into the Russian system of orders from Poland. From 1815,
after the Kingdom of Poland was annexed to Russia, these orders
began to be awarded, on behalf of Emperor Alexander |, to persons
of Polish extraction and in 1831 they were incorporated in the Rus-
sian national award system. In the early 1855, Admiral Pavel Nak-
himov was awarded the Order of the White Eagle for the excepti-
ona part he played as commander in the defence of Sevastopol.

Still another order, the Order of St John of Jerusalem or the Or-
der of the Knights of Malta, had a short existence in Russia. In
1797, a Grand Priorate of the Order of St John of Jerusalem was es-
tablished in Russia, and in 1798 Paul | was elected Grand Master of

that order and began conferring it on Russian subjects. After the
death of Paul I, the awarding of the Order of the Knights of Malta
was stopped in Russia and soon Russian subjects were forbidden to
wear it.

The badges (crosses) of Russian orders of the 1 class were
pinned to awide ribbon of the corresponding colour worn over the
shoulder and across the chest and the stars were worn on the |eft
side of the chest (the star of the Order of St Anne was worn on the
right side of the chest). Badges of the 2nd classwere worn on aneck
ribbon (with stars, in the case of the orders of St George and St Vla
dimir). The badges of the orders of St George and St Vladimir 3rd
Class were also worn on a neck ribbon, but without stars. The
badges of the orders of St George and St Vladimir 4th Class, the lo-
west class, and also those of the orders of St Anne and St Stanislaus
3rd Class, in the form of small crosses, were worn on the chest. The
badge of the Order of St Anne 4th Class was worn on cold steel of
the type appropriate to the combatant branch of the military forces
in which the person awarded the order served.

Before 1870, persons awarded a higher-class order no longer
wore the same order of a lower class. To show that they were bear-
ers of alower-class order won in action, crossed swords were added
to the insignia of a higher-class order received for noncombat me-
rit; however, they did not pass across the centre of the badge, but
instead were placed on the upper ray of the cross and in the upper
part of the star. After 1870, al orders with swords, regardless of
their class, were worn. Later on, this came to apply to al orders of
any class, including those awarded for noncombat merit.

Before 1826, a Russian order of any class gave its bearer the right
to a hereditary noble rank. In the mid-19th century, this right was
restricted to bearers of the orders of St George and St Vladimir of
any class or of any other order of the 1 class. Subsequently, the
possibility of being granted a hereditary or nonhereditary noble
rank together with an order was further reduced.

After the February bourgeois-democratic revolution of 1917, the
Provisional Government retained al the tsarist orders, removing
only the crowns from the double-headed eagle and leaving it to the
soldiers to decide who were to be awarded St George's crosses.

Specid distinctive tokens
in the form of crosses were
RVICE instituted for individual
DECORATIONS campaigns or battles. One
such token of honour was, for example, the cross "For the Defence
of Port-Arthur" in the Russo-Japanese War of 1904-1905. The Rus-
sian government was long reluctant to establish this distinction, a-
though the statute of this badge of honour was drafted, and even
several prototype crosses made, shortly after thewar. It was only in
1914 that the surviving heroes of the defence of Port-Arthur re-
ceived the crosses, which, incidentally, differed somewhat in ap-
pearance from the initial prototypes.

The cross "For Service in the Caucasus” witnessed the efforts of
Russian tsarism to conquer and subjugate the peoples of the Cau-
casus. The Caucasian wars brought about the emergence of till
another group of distinctions - those instituted by Imam Shamil,
the leader of the liberation movement of the highland peoples of
Daghestan and Chechnya. Before 1841, those in his army who dis-
tinguished themselves in battle were given weapons, war horses,
various things and money by way of awards. There was also a spe-
cial distinction, arectangular piece of green cloth, which those who
displayed outstanding bravery were entitled to sew on to their tur-
bans, just as there were specia signs of disgrace, which were fixed
to a coward's right arm or to his back and removed after he rehabili-
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tated himself in anew battle. In 1841, Shamil introduced new spe-
cia silver tokens of distinction, which were to be worn by the bear-
er on his tunic front.

The History Museum has anumber of such decorations. Execut-
ed by local silversmiths, they are of great artistic aswell as histori-
cd value. Theinscriptions made on them describe the exploits per-
formed by the bearer of the badge, providing hisvivid characterisa-
tion. One of these badges, which was given by Shamil to Naib
Khadzhi Muhammad and which is now part of the Museum's col-
lection, bears the following inscription: "This is the greatest of
Khadzhi Muhammad's many distinctions. He is a true hero: his
onslaught in war is unmatched, and he daringly charges ahead in
battle". The inscription on another badge, also skilfully nielloed on
dlver, reads: "This is a distinction to mark the great valour of the
lion-hearted Idris Efendi”. The famous Khadzhi Murat, the hero of
Lev Tolstoy's story of the same name, also wore a distinction given
him by Shamil.

In the 15th century, there originated in

Russia the practice, unknown in other

countries at the time, of awarding al the

E DAL S participants in a major campaign special

tokens of honour - gold medals. The higher the status of the recip-

ient was, the bigger and heavier medal he might expect to receive.

For example, avoyevoda (general) might be given abig gold medal,

often on a heavy gold chain, while rank-and-file fighting men re-

ceived small lightweight badges, sometimes even made not of gold
but of dightly gilded silver.

A big gold medal has survived to this day from the times of Ivan
the Terrible. It has two holes punched in its upper part for fastening
the medal to an outer garment or to agold chain. Of much interest
is the record made by the English traveller Giles Fletcher during
his stay in Russia in the days of Tsar Fyodor |oannovich, the son of
Ivan the Terrible. He wrote that the tsar sent those who distin-
guished themselves for bravery or rendered some outstanding ser-
vice agold piece with arepresentation of St George on horseback,
to be worn on a sleeve or a hat, which was regarded as the greatest
honour that could be received for any service whatsoever.

The tradition of giving out distinctions on a mass scale aong
with personal awards continued into the 17th century. Thus, in
1654, tens of thousands of gold medal's of the value of one gold co-
peck to three 10-ruble pieces were sent to the Ukraine to be given
to the Cossacks headed by Hetman Bogdan Khmelnitsky in com-
memoration of the reunification of the Ukraine with Russia. The
hetman himself was awarded a gold medal of the value often 10-
ruble gold pieces (about 43 grammes of gold).

In the early 18th century, medals till served as mass distinctive
tokens, but now they already had certain specific features. Shown
on them was aportrait of Peter the Great and the date on which the
event for which the bearer was decorated took place, and aso, not
infrequently, a battle scene if the medal was a combat decoration.
Throughout the first two decades of the 18th century, Russia
waged the arduous Northern War with Sweden, and thus an over-
whelming majority of medals of the Petrovian period were related
with various events of that war. In October 1702, the old Russian
fortress Oreshek, which had been in the hands of the Swedes for 90
years under the name of Noteborg and which was renamed Schlus-
selburg, "key-town", after it was redeemed by Russia, was liberated
by storm. "Many a lock has been unlocked by this key", Peter the
Great wrote later about the significance of that fortress, which
enabled the Russians firmly to establish themselves on the Neva
River and the Baltic Sea. The medal awarded to the participants in
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the taking of Noteborg shows the moment of storming the fortress.

Specia medals were also instituted to mark the capture of two
Swedish warships in the mouth of the Neva in May 1703 and the
victorious battles at Kalish in 1706 and at the village of Lesnayain
1708.

The central land fight with the Swedes, which decided the out-
come of the entire Northern War, was the Battle of Poltava, which
took place on June 27, 1709. The victors were lavishly decorated
with orders, portraits of Peter the Great given as tokens of honour,
and aso silver medals specialy minted to commemorate the occa
sion. The latter were intended only for the noncommissioned of-
ficers and privates of the Preobrazhensky and Semyonovsky
Guards regiments. In addition to a portrait of Peter the Great, the
noncoms' medals showed an engagement between cavalry detach-
ments and the medals for private soldiers, an engagement between
infantry units. The medals given for the Battle of Poltava were
worn on anarrow blue ribbon of the colour of the ribbon of the Or-
der of St Andrew the First-Called, the only Russian order at the
time.

The year 1714 saw the famous sea fight at Cape Hanko, which
holds in the history of the Russian navy aplace as prominent as the
Battle of Poltava holds in the list of victories of the Russian army.
Ten Swedish warships were captured in the battle. The victory was
celebrated on agrand scale and alarge number of decorations were
given out. The officers who took part in the battle received gold
medals, "each in proportion to hisrank”, and al the sailors and ma-
rines were given silver medals. The pictorial compositions and ins-
criptions on the officers and sailors' medals awarded for the Battle
at Cape Hanko were the same. The design on the obverse featured
atraditional portrait of Peter the Great and that on the reverse, the
positioning of the Russian and Swedish ships at the moment when
the Russians mounted the decisive attack. Shown on the reverse of
the medalsis also the date on which the battle took place - July 27,
1714.

After the death of Peter the Great in 1725, the custom of award-
ing medals was abandoned for several decades in Russig, largely
due to the fact that the Petrovian military traditions sank into obli-
vion and because of the domination in Russia of foreigners who
made the Russian army blindly follow the Prussian pattern. It was
only in the second half of the 18th century that the Russian army
and navy began gradually to rid themselves of foreign influence
and to revive their national traditions.

During the Seven Years War, Russian troops, which fought
against the Prussians, inflicted several defeats on them. Russian
soldiers and Cossacks appeared in the streets of Berlin. It was not
accidental that the first Russian soldiers' medal instituted after a
long interval commemorated the glorious victory of the Russian
army over Prussian forces at Kuhnersdorf on August 1,1759. This
victory vividly demonstrated the fact that neither the Prussian nor
any other West European army could serve as amodel for the Rus-
sian armed forces. The medal given for participation in the battle at
Kuhnersdorf on August 1,1759, had the inscription "To Victor ov-
er the Prussians’ onits reverse. For along period &fter the giving of
this decoration, of which 30,000 pieces were minted, Prussian
emissaries kept coming to Russia, offering plenty of money for
these medals so as to buy them up from their bearers and thus to
wipe out the memory of the victory of the Russian fighting spirit
and military art.

The progressive changes that were taking place in the Russian ar-
my manifested themselves particularly vividly in the Russo-Tur-
kish War of 1768-1774. The outstanding Russian military leader
Pyotr Rumyantsev inflicted three defeats on numerically superior
Turkish troops at Ryabaya Mogila, Larga and Kagul over a period



of two months in 1770. The last of the three battles, in which Tur-
kish troops were defeated despite the fact that they outnumbered
Russian forces fivefold, was marked by issuing silver medals with
the inscription "Kagul 21 July 1770".

In June of that same year, less than a month prior to the victory
of the Russian army at Kagul, the Turkish fleet was routed in a sea
fight at Chesma Bay. All the Turkish warships taking part in the
battle were destroyed. The medal, whichwas awarded to dl the sai-
lors, shows a scene from the battle and has only one word, "Was",
meaning that there had been a Turkish fleet and now it was no
more, inscribed on it.

On October 1,1787, at the very beginning of the next Russo-Tur-
kish war the famous battle of Kinburn took place. In that battle,
Russian troops led by Alexander Suvorov severely defeated and
threw into the sea a strong Turkish landing force supported by fire
from enemy warships. Silver medals were instituted for the dec-
oration of participants in the battle, but the procedure of awarding
them was rather unusual for the Russian award system of the
day. Out of the 4,000 Russian participants in the battle, only 19
fighting men, selected by the soldiers themselves from among
their number, were given the medal. "These men", wrote Suvorov,
submitting the list of those put forward for decoration, "have
been unanimously selected by their units as the worthiest of the
distinction."

The taking of Ochakov and 1zmail by storm added glorious pages
to Russian military history. All the soldierswho took part in the as-
saults were given silver medals with appropriate inscriptions for
the capture of the fortresses.

The following exceptional episode should also be recalled. In
1790, a unit of Russian troops under the command of Lieutenant-
General Yu. B. Bibikov, who launched the operation on his own
initiative, set out on an expedition with the objective of taking the
fortress Anapa, which was held by the Turks. The expedition was
absolutely unprepared, the area had not been reconnoitred and the
timing was wrong, for it coincided with the season of springtime
floods. Yet nevertheless, the enemy was defeated in several enga-
gements thanks to the heroism and endurance of the Russian soldi-
ers. When the unit led by Bibikov finally reached Anapa, the Rus-
sians found themselves in a disastrous situation: there were no
food supplies and horses left and the soldiers were worn out by in-
cessant encounters with the enemy on the way. Under these condi-
tions, the assault on the Anapa fortress ended in failure. The unit
had to retreat, completely lacking provisions and experiencing
an acute shortage of warm clothes. Only five thousand Russian
men and officers out of the nearly 8,000-strong unit returned
from the 40-day-long expedition. Fifteen hundred men died
of starvation while the unit was on the road. And yet not a
single gun was |eft for the enemy to get hold of. Bibikov was put to
trial for the unauthorised operation and subsequently discharged
from the army. The rank-and-file participants in the expedition
were awarded silver soldiers’ medals with the inscription "For
Loyalty".

A specia place among the numerous Russian medals of the late
18th and early 19th centuriesis held by agroup of personal distinc-
tions with the family name of the bearer inscribed on the medal.
They were intended for those who had rendered prominent ser-
vices to the state but who, being of humble birth, were not entitled
to receive an order. Among others, these medals were given to
Cossack leaders, mostly in connection with the participation of a
large number of Cossacks in the Russo-Turkish wars in the second
half of the 18th century. On these medals, the reason for awarding
them was briefly stated in addition to the name of the bearer, for
example: "To Kalnishevsky, Commander of the Zaporozhye Cos-

sack Army, for exceptional gallantry in fighting the enemy and for
particular devotion to the service."

A severe trial that fell to Russia's lot was the Patriotic War of
1812, from which the country emerged victorious owing to the for-
titude and patriotism of the ordinary Russian people. Quite a few
Russian officers and generals, disciples and successors of great Su-
vorov, aso made an immense contribution to the victory. A special
medal, made of silver or bronze, was instituted in commemoration
of the Patriotic War of 1812. The silver medal was intended for all
those who had been in action and the bronze medal, for noblemen,
merchants and clergymen who had not taken immediate part in the
warfare.

The biggest war of the 19th century, not counting the Napoleon-
ian wars, was the Crimean War which Russia waged against the
coalition of Great Britain, France, Turkey, and Sardinia, which
joined in with them later on. It was an unjust, annexionist war on
either side, but a number of its individual episodes such as the
battle at Sinop or the defence of Sevastopol were major landmarks
in Russian military history.

The principal Russian decoration instituted in commemoration
of the Eastern War (as the war of 1853-1856 was officidly named)
was a bronze medal for members of all the civilian and military
ranks of the Russian Empire, established in August 1856. The part
played by the bearer in the war was indicated by the colour of the
ribbon on which the medal was worn. Medals on the orange-and-
black ribbon of the Order of St George, the most honourable Rus-
sian military decoration, instituted in 1769, were given to partici-
pants in those battles fought during the Eastern War which were
successful for the Russian forces. Medals on St George's ribbon
were given to the participants in the battle at Sinop in November
1853, in which a Russian squadron under the command of Admiral
Nakhimov defeated a Turkish squadron, having destroyed 15 out
of 16 enemy warships and having lost none of its own. Medals on
this ribbon were also granted to those who had taken part in the
warfare in the Caucasus in the course of which the troops of the Se-
parate Caucasian Corps, supported from the sea by the ships of the
Russian Black Sea Squadron, defeated the Turkish army, having
captured a number of the enemy's strongholds.

The medal "In Memory of the War of 1853-1856" with the right
to wear it on St George's ribbon was given to till another small
group of participants in the Eastern War. In August 1854, a com-
bined Anglo-French squadron of six warships under thejoint com-
mand of a British and a French admiral approached the coast of
Kamchatka. On August 18, the squadron dropped anchor in Ava
chinsk Bay, intending to capture Petropavlovsk-on-Kamchatka, the
principal Russian base in that area. The numerical strength of the
defenders of Petropaviovsk together with volunteers from among
the local population came to less than 1,000 officers and men, with
a 39-gun coast artillery unit and two warships armed with atotal of
29 guns, which were stationed in Petropavliovsk Bay. The enemy
warships had more than 200 guns.

The Petropavlovsk garrison accepted an unequal battle and re-
pulsed two attempts of the enemy, supported by artillery, to land
troops in the environs of the town. Considerable losses were inf-
licted on the attackers. On August 27, the Anglo-French squadron
raised anchor and left the Russian territorial waters.

Men of all the military and civilian ranks who had been in action
at other theatres of war, where it was the Allies that were more suc-
cessful, or who had been in areas where a state of siege was dec-
lared received medals on the blue ribbon of the Order of St And-
rew the First-Called. All other military men and civilians were
awarded medals on the black-and-red ribbon of the Order of St
Vladimir, and the merchants who had donated in support of the
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war effort or in aid of the wounded were given medals on the gol-
den-and-red ribbon of the Order of St Anne.

The medals for participants in the war of 1853-1856 were of two
varieties: light bronze medals for members of the army and the na-
vy and dark bronze medals for civilians. Later on, the awarding of
the light bronze medal on St Andrew's ribbon was extended to
"persons of dl the estates, even serfs, who have a badge of honour
of the military order (St George's cross - V.D.) or amedal for Se-
vastopol and who were wounded in action.”

Participants in the heroic defence of Sevastopol were awarded
the silver medal "For the Defence of Sevastopol” on St George's
ribbon. Everyone, including serfs, who had taken part in the def-
ence of the city from September 13,1854, when a state of Sege was
declared in Sevastopol, till August 27,1855, the day of thefinal as-
sault on the city, were entitled to receive this medal. The last date
of the city's defence shown on the medal is August 28, the day
when the Russian troops had to retreat to a new line of defence,
and not August 27.

The ukase on the institution of the medal expressy stated the
right of women "who served at hospitals or rendered prominent
services during the defence of Sevastopol” to this medal. The
nurses who worked in the Crimea during the war were given a spe-
ciad award. All of them received silver medals with the inscription
"Crimea- 1854 - 1855 - 1856", and famous Dasha Sevastopol skaya
was awarded a gold medal.

Many women - the wives and sisters of the sailors who were
fighting in defence of Sevastopol - brought water to the bastions
and carried ammunition to the firing positions in their arms when
the enemy fire prevented the troops from delivering it in carts. For
these heroic deeds, some of them were put forward by Admiral
Nakhimov himself for decoration with the silver medal "For Devo-
tion" or with an even higher award - the military medal "For Gal-
lantry" on St George's ribbon.

Another Russian medal, made in three varieties of metal, was
instituted for participation in the Russo-Turkish War of 1877-1878,
during which Turkish domination over the Balkans came to an
end. All the participants in the heroic defence of Shipka and Baya-
zet and in the assault on the Turkish fortress Kars were awarded sil-
ver medals. The servicemen who had taken part in al the other
battles were given light bronze medals. And, lastly, those who had
been in the zone of military operations in line of duty but who had
not directly participated in action received dark bronze medals.
Bulgarian, Serbian, Montenegrin and Romanian awards were also
instituted to commemorate the liberation of the Balkans from the
Turkish yoke. They were given to quite a number of the service-
men of the Russian army, which played a decisiverolein delivering
the Balkan peoples from foreign oppression.

Whereas the war with Turkey which Russiawaged in 1877-1878
brought freedom to the peoples of the Balkan Peninsula, the war
with Japan in 1904-1905 was conducted solely in the interests of
the Russian ruling circles. Yet during that war the Russian soldiers
and sailors once again displayed fortitude, courage and military
skill. On January 27, 1904, a Japanese squadron consisting of 14
warships made a sudden attack on two Russian men-of-war - the
cruiser Varyag and the gunboat Koreyets. The Russian sailors ac-
cepted an unequal battle and sank one enemy warship and da
maged another two ships. However, the Russian ships also suffered
heavy damage and casualties. The crews of the Varyag and the Ko-
reyets sank their ships rather than let them fal into the hands of the
enemy.

As areward for that battle, al of the personnel of the Russian
ships that took part in the fight were given medals on a specia rib-
bon of the colours of St Andrew's flag - the flag of the Russian na-
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vy. The obverse of the medal shows St George's cross framed in a
wreath and bears the inscription "For the Battle Fought by the Va-
ryag and the Koreyets on January 27,1904 - Chemulpo.” Shown on
itsreverse are the Varyag and the Koreyets on the roadstead at Che-
mulpo, ready to offer battle to the Japanese squadron. Itisnot acci-
dental that St George's cross is to be seen on the medal for the sea
fight at Chemulpo. Besides the medal, dl the officers who had par-
ticipated in the battle were awarded the Order of St George and all
the sailors, St George's cross.

Another of the few glorious pages in the Russo-Japanese War
was the heroic defence of Port Arthur in 1904, which at first was not
marked by a Russian decoration. The people of France, who ad-
mired the defenders of Port Arthur for their fortitude, raised a
subscription and minted French medals for the heroes. This me-
dal, however, had the name of General Stessel shown on it among
other inscriptions. The general, who had been in command of the
Port Arthur garrison, disgracefully surrendered the fortress al-
though it was still strong enough to offer resistance. The name of
Stessel, who was court-martialled for the surrender, gave grounds
to the tsarist government to ban the wearing of this medal. Asfor a
Russian distinction for the participants in the defence of Port Ar-
thur, it was only instituted by the time of the 10th anniversary of
the events.

Alongside personal awards
OLLECTIVE - orders and medals - there
MILITARY were aso distinctions in
AWARDS the Russian army given to

whole military units for gallantry in action. They included silver
trumpets and horns, honorary regimental colours, and also special
honorary marks of distinction showing that the whole of amilitary
unit displayed bravery in battle.

In 1760, during the war with Prussia, Russian troops entered Ber-
lin for thefirst time. All the regiments that had taken part in captur-
ing the capital of the Kingdom of Prussia received specid silver
trumpets with appropriate inscriptions such as, for example, "In to-
ken of the victory over the city of Berlin, 28 September, 1760", in
commemoration of the occasion.

The first distinction of this kind was awarded back in 1737, more
than two decades earlier, when one of the battalions of the |zmai-
lovsky Life Guards Regiment was given silver trumpets for out-
standing valour displayed in taking the Turkish fortress Ochakov.
At that time, however, the trumpets did not have any honorary ins-
criptions on them.

Subsequently, following the establishment of the Order of St
George, St George's crosses and ribbons began to be attached to
honorary silver trumpets so as to emphasise that they were an ex-
clusively military award.

Specia honorary banners with inscriptions describing the ex-
ploits for which they were given were instituted by Paul I, who con-
ferred them upon the Tavrichesky, Moskovsky, Arkhangelogo-
rodsky and Smolensky regiments in 1800. In the reign of Alexan-
der I, further distinctions were introduced in the design of honor-
ary regimental colours: arepresentation of the cross of the Order of
St George was now fixed to the spearhead of the flagstaff and the
tassels were hung on St George's ribbons and not on silver braids.
The first St George's banners of this type, bearing the inscription
"For the feats of arms performed at Schongraben on November 4,
1805, in a battle fought by a 5,000-strong unit with a 30,000-strong
enemy force", were awarded to several regiments that distin-
guished themselves during the 1805 campaign against the French
army.



Infantry units were given honorary banners and cavalry units
were presented with honorary standards - the cavalry variety ofre-
gimental colours.

Dozens ofunits ofthe Russian army won the right to receive this
collective award. When a unit which had already been awarded St
George's banner performed a fresh feat of arms, an additional ins-
cription with a briefaccount ofthe exploit was made on the banner.

Later on, the system of honorary regimental colours was ex-
panded to include so-calledjubilee banner ribbons, which had the
colours ofthe ribbons of Russian orders: ribbons "For Meritorious
Service" of the colour blue (of the Order of St Andrew the First-
Called) for the guards and ofthe colour red (ofthe Order of St Ale-
xander Nevsky) for army units.

Honorary colours were also awarded to warships. The first man-
of-war to win the right to fly St George's ensign was the battleship
Azov, whose crew, fighting under the command of Captain Mikhail
Lazarev, distinguished themselves in the sea fight with a Turko-
Egyptian squadron in Navarin Bay in 1827. Lieutenant Pavel Nak-
himov, Ensign Vladimir Kornilov and Midshipman Vladimir Isto-
min, who served on the Azov, displayed particular gallantry and mi-
litary skill in that battle. The Azov was awarded the right to fly St
George's ensign "in honour ofthe praiseworthy deeds of her com-
manders, the valour and fearlessness of her officers and the brav-
ery of her crewmen." When the Azov fell into disrepair, a new
ship named Memory of the Azov was built. St George's ensign
was hoisted on the new ship, which emphasised the continuity
of combat traditions in the Russian navy. The tradition to give
this name to one ofthe warships has been adopted by the Soviet
Navy.

The second ship in the Russian navy to win the right to fly St
George's ensign was the 18-gun brig Mercury which, being com-
manded by Lieutenant-Commander A.I.Kazarsky, fought a battle
with two Turkish battleships, the one armed with 110 guns and the
other with 74 guns, on May 14, 1829. Despite their tenfold supe-
riority in artillery, the Turks turned out unable to capture the Rus-
sian brig. On the contrary, the Russian seamen inflicted heavy
damage on the enemy ships by accurate fire and compelled them to
withdraw from action. The entire personnel of the Mercury were
put forward for decoration (A.l.Kazarsky received the Order of
St George 4th Class), and the ship was awarded St George's ensign.
It was also decreed that there should always be a ship named
Memory ofthe Mercury in the Black Sea Squadron. Today the Order
of the Red Banner Black Sea Fleet includes a ship bearing
this name.

There was an instance in the Russian army of presenting a whole
regiment with an award that has no parallel in the history of Russia
as recognition for gallantry in action. The Pavlovsky Infantry Regi-
ment displayed outstanding fortitude in numerous battles during
the 1806 campaign against the French army - those fought at Pul-
msk, Preussisch-Eylau, Heilsberg and Friedland. All the ranks of
the regiment showed bravery in battle. As a mark ofesteem for the
"remarkable valour, gallantry and fearlessness displayed by the re-
giment in many battles" it was ordered that "in honour ofthe regi-
ment all the grenadiers' hats now in its possession remain as they
were when the regiment left the battlefield." And the tall grena-
diers' hats, pierced with bullets and dented with sabres, remained
in the regiment as a monument to the fortitude and bravery ofthe
Russian soldier.

Soviet
Military Awards

The Soviet award system differs fundamen-
tally from that of the tsarist government. Its
foundation was laid by one of the first Soviet

decrees - the decree of the All-Russia Cen-
tral Executive Committee and the Council of
People’s Commissars of November 10, 1917,
"On the Abolition of Estates and Civilian
Ranks”, signed by Viadimir Lenin and Yakov
Sverdlov.
The Soviet award system did not take shape
overnight. It developed gradually, each new
stage of socialist construction and struggle
with the enemies of the Motherland introduc-
ing something new into the system and sup-
plementing it.
In the difficult early years of Soviet power,
Red heroes received modest awards for their
heroic deeds. Quite afew people remember
this order of the Commander of the First
Cavalry Army, quoted in the book of
memoirs by Semyon Budyonny: "As recogni-
tion for his devotion to the Revolution and
skilful command of his battery, I present
Comrade Nalivaiko, commander of the
second battery, with red riding breeches in
the name of the Revolution."”
In those scanty days, the days of heroic-
feats, giving clothes, which were scarce, as an
award was widely practiced. The awards that
were particularly sought after were a watch,
a presentation weapon and, not infrequently,
just a citation read out in front of one’s com-
rades-in-arms.

The first Soviet order, the Order ofthe
n Red Banner ofthe Russian Federation,

appeared in 1918. This decoration,
ORDERS which could be awarded to every citi-
zen ofthe Republic who had displayed "outstanding gallantry
and valour in battle", was instituted by a decree ofthe All-Rus-
sia Central Executive Committee on September 16,1918. The
first Order ofthe Red Banner ofthe Russian Federation was gi-

ven to Vasili Blyukher. The 10,000-strong South Urals Partisan
Army under Blyukher's command accomplished a heroic raid
behind the lines ofthe Whites. Having covered 1,500 km in 40
days of continuous fighting, the partisans joined with regular
Red Army units. The recommendation for award ofthe deco-
ration, sent in by the Revolutionary Military Council of the
Third Army, into which Blyukher's partisan army was incorpo-
rated, said: "The raid made by Comrade Blyukher's forces un-
der impossible conditions can only be equated with Suvorov's
crossings in Switzerland."

On September 30, 1918, the All-Russia Central Executive
Committee awarded Blyukher Order ofthe Red Banner ofthe
Russian Federation No. 1. For his outstanding contribution to
the victory in the Civil War, Vasili Blyukher, an eminent Soviet
military leader, who later became one of the first marshals of
the USSR, received four Orders ofthe Red Banner. In the se-
cond halfofthe 1920s, he was given still another, fifth order for
his work as a military adviser to the revolutionary government
of China.

Another three heroes of the Civil War - S.S.Vostretsov,
I.F.Fedko and J.F.Fabricius - received four Orders ofthe Red
Banner each. More than thirty people were awarded this order
three times and some three hundred people, twice. In all, near-
ly 15,000 heroes became bearers of the Order ofthe Red Ban-
ner for military merit during the Civil War. In the event the or-
der was presented to a person more than once, each successive
badge had a small enamel plate in its lower part with a numeral
indicating its number in order of succession ("2", "3", etc.).

The section on numismatics ofthe History Museum has on
display several Orders ofthe Red Banner ofthe Russian Fede-
ration complete with decoration certificates, which include a
very brief account of the deeds for which the heroes were gi-
ven the decorations.

In March 1921, the 10th Congress of the Party was held in
Moscow. At the time, a counterrevolutionary mutiny staged
by White Guard officers and generals and supported from
abroad, broke out in Kronstadt, a naval fortress near Petro-
grad.

On Lenin's proposal, the 10th Congress sent 279 of’its dele-
gates headed by Kliment Voroshilov to help suppress the mu-
tiny. The Communist delegates to the 10th Congress were in
the front ranks of the advancing detachments of the Red Ar-
my, and quite a few ofthem were awarded the Order ofthe Red
Banner for their fearlessness. One of the heroes was Rafail
Khmelnitsky. who was given his second Order ofthe Red Ban-
ner for Kronstadt. The decoration certificate, which is to be
seen in the museum's section on numismatics, says that the
Order of the Red Banner of the Russian Federation was pre-
sented to Rafail Khmelnitsky, who, "taking part in the assault
on the forts of the Kronstadt fortress, encouraged the Red Ar-
mymen with his own exemplary gallantry and thus contribut-
ed to the final clearing of Kronstadt from counterrevolution-
ary gangs." Khmelnitsky was not even twenty at the time.

On April 8. 1920. the Honorary Revolutionary Weapon - a
cavalry sabre with a gilded hilt and a badge ofthe Order ofthe
Red Banner attached to the hilt - was instituted by a decree of
the All-Russia Central Executive Committee. The first para-
graph ofthe decree read: "The Honorary Revolutionary Wea-
pon, being an extraordinary distinction, is awarded for out-
standing feats of arms performed by senior commanding offic-
ers of the Army in the Field." Altogether, 21 outstanding So-
viet military leaders received this award. Among them were
S.S.Kamenev, Commander-in-Chief of all the armed forces of
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the Soviet Republic, the legendary heroes of the Civil War
M.V.Frunze, SM.Budyonny, K.YeVoroshilov and G.I.Ko-
tovsky, talented Red Army commanders M.N.Tukhachevsky,
S.K.Timoshenko, 1.P.Uborevich and A.l.Kork, and a number
of others. S.S.Kamenev and S.M.Budyonny, who had aready
received dl the types of awards that existed in the Russian Fe-
deration at the time, were given a specid distinction - Honor-
ary Firearmswith abadge of the Order of the Red Banner fixed
to the grip. This mark of esteem was conferred upon SSKa
menev and S.M.Budyonny by the Revolutionary Military
Council of the Republic (Order No.28 of January 26, 1921).
The Honorary Revolutionary Weapon (cold steel) was last
awarded to SSVosretsov "for outstanding feats in extin-
guishing the conflict on the Chinese Eastern Railway in 1929."
S.S.Vostretsov had already been decorated with four Orders of
the Red Banner for his heroism in the Civil War.

Following the example of the Russian Federation, military
awards were instituted during the Civil War by the other So-
viet Republics. Each of these awards marked a heroic deed per-
formed for the sake of an early victory over foreign interven-
tionists and domestic counterrevolution - the common ene-
mies of the working people of dl the Soviet Republics.

The first Soviet Republic after Russia to institute a military
order was Azerbaijan. On Lenin's persona instructions, the
Red Army advanced to the borders of Azerbaijanin April 1920
to support the workers' and peasants' uprising againgt the
bourgeois Mussavatist government that had started there. A
group of armoured trains under the command of M.G.Y efre-
mov led the advance. The Soviet armoured trains made a sud-
den and swift 200-kilometre raid into the enemy-occupied ter-
ritory and entered Baku on the evening of April 27. The upris-
ing started by the Baku proletariat and supported by Yefre-
mov's armoured trains resulted in the proclamation of Soviet
power in the capita of Azerbaijan.

The Revolutionary Committee of the Azerbaijan Soviet So-
cidist Republic awarded Mikhail Yefremov Order of the Red
Banner of the Azerbaijan SSR No. 1. For this heroic deed, Yd-
remov received still another award - the Order of the Red Ban-
ner of the Russian Federation. This double decoration was
meant to show that the victory won over the enemy wasin the
interests of the working people of Russiaand Azerbaijan alike.
Among the bearers of the Azerbaijan order were G.K.Ordzho-
nikidze, SM.Budyonny, A.l.Todorsky, A.l.Yegorov, and a
number of other prominent participants in the Civil War.

The Order of the Red Banner of the Azerbaijan SSR was
awarded about 60 times. Three badges of the order are on
show in the History Museum. One of the Azerbaijan military
orders adorning the museum's collection, No. 13, wasgiven to
a non-military person - lvan Sorokin, a Baku worker.

In February 1921, an uprising broke out in Georgia against
the Menshevik government, which was il in power there at
the time. At the request of the Revolutionary Committee of
Georgia, the Red Army came to the aid of the insurgents, with
armoured trains once again spearheading its advance. Howev-
er, the bridge across the Kura River on the border between
Azerbaijan and Georgia had been blown up. A commission of
experts determined that it would take seven days to restore it.
A team of workers headed by Sorokin, summoned from Baku
to do thejob, worked for three days without a minute's break.
By the end of the third day, the bridge wasrestored. The Soviet
troops crossed the bridge and hastened to the help of the insur-
gent workers and peasants of Georgia. Two days later, Tiflis
(Thilis) was liberated and Soviet power weas established dl ov-
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er Transcaucasia. Included in the order of the Revolutionary
Committee of Azerbaijan on the decoration of those who had
distinguished themselves in the course of the operation with the
Azerbaijan military order was the Baku worker Ivan Sorokin.

The Soviet governments of the other two Transcaucasian re-
publics, Armenia and Georgia, aso instituted their own Ord-
ers of the Red Banner. These decorations were given to repre-
sentatives of many nationdlities of this country who took an
active part in the establishment of Soviet power in Transcauca:
;sjaand in defending it from foreign and domestic counterrevo-

ution.

Semyon Khmaladze, a professional revolutionary, was well
on in years when the Revolution was accomplished. He had a
vast experience of underground Party work and had spent
yearsin prison and exile. He had seen combat action, too. Way
back, during the revolution of 1905, Khmaladze was elected
commander of a Red Guards unit in Baku and took part in
street fights against Cossacks and pogrom-makers. After the
victory of the Great October Sociaist Revolution of 1917,
Khmaladze commanded the Baku Soviet Battalion and the
Specid Branch, was Commissar of the Lenin 1 Communist
Armoured Train and took part in battles with General Deni-
kin's White Guards. In 1920, he was recalled to the Southwest-
ern Front, where he fought with the White Poles as command-
er of armoured train No.21 named after his comrades-in-arms
P.A.Dzhaparidze and S.G.Shaumyan. After the armoured
train was destroyed in a heroic battle, he was placed in com-
mand of another armoured train, No.7, also named after Dzha
paridze and Shaumyan. Fighting in the ranks of the 9th Red
Army, he took part in routing the Whites and the Greens
(anarchist formations) in the Northern Caucasus and subse-
quently, having been transferred to the 1 1th Red Army, he par-
ticipated in the liberation of Georgia from the Mensheviks.
During the Tiflis operation, Khmaladze's armoured train drew
al the artillery fire of the enemy. This task was accomplished
successfully. For his participation in the liberation of Georgia,
Khmaladze was awarded the Orders of the Red Banner of the
Russian Federation, the Azerbaijan SSR and the Georgian
SSR. Later on, Khmaladze received the Order of the Red Ban-
ner of Labour of the Georgian SSR for his services to Soviet
Georgia.

Levon Karapetyan, a company commander of the 3rd Ar-
menian Soviet Infantry Regiment, received hisfirst award, Or-
der of the Red Banner of the Armenian SSR No.54, in April
1921 for bravery shown in fighting counterrevolution. Ano-
ther 16 men from Karapetyan's company proudly wore the Ar-
menian military order, whereas in some other units of the Ar-
menian Red Army there were only one or two holders of the
order per regiment. It was not for nothing that the 8th Compa-
ny commanded by Karapetyan was given the honorary title of
Communist Company. Shortly afterwards, he was awarded
another military decoration, the Silver Star of Armenia. After
the Civil War in Transcaucasiawas ended, Levon Karapetyan
commanded a unit of the Armenian Cheka (security force).
The unit carried out quite afew bold combat operations under
the leadership of its fearless commander. In 1923, Karapetyan
became a frontier guard. More than once, the high command
gave Levon Karapetyan weapons of honour as recognition for
his outstanding services in guarding the state border. He was
particularly proud of having a presentation Mauser pistol with
the inscription: "For unrelenting struggle against counterrevo-
[ution. From the Collegium of the Joint State Political Admi-
nistration (OGPU)." In 1932, Karapetyan was awarded the Or-



der ofthe Red Banner of Labour ofthe Armenian SSRforhis
outstanding contribution to the defence of the frontier. Dur-
ing the Great Patriotic War of 1941-1945, he continued active
struggle against the enemies of the Soviet Union, adding the
Orders of Lenin, three Orders ofthe Red Banner ofthe USSRand
numerous medals to his previous awards. Levon Karapetyan has
given over his Armenian Republic's decorations and also his pre-
sentation Mauser pistol to the History Museum as a gift.

The struggle against the remains of counterrevolutionary
forces was especially bitter and protracted in Soviet Central
Asia. The Bukhara People's Soviet Republic awarded its he-
roes for military merit a decoration which was originally
named the Badge of Military Distinction and subsequently,
the Order ofthe Red Star of the BPSR. A number of service-
men of the Bukhara Red Army, who had particularly distin-
guished themselves, had two or even three Bukhara national
awards. Yarulla Khasanshin, Assistant Military Commissar of
the Ist Bukhara Cavalry Regiment named after the Central
Committee ofthe Bukhara Communist Party, received his first
award, the Order of the Red Star ofthe BPSR 3rd Class, for a
battle at the village of Kushkhana on November 2. 1922. His
next award, the Order ofthe Red Star ofthe BPSR 2nd Class,
was given to him for gallantry displayed during the liquidation
ofthe band headed by Astan Korkhul Bek on February 6.1923.
And, lastly, the Bukhara order of the highest, 1st Class was
conferred upon Khasanshin for rescuing a militia detachment
surrounded by a counterrevolutionary basmachi band. M.
Ulyanov, a squadron commander ofthe same regiment, had as
many awards of the Bukhara People's Soviet Republic.

Soviet Russia sent its best men, well-tried at the fronts ofthe
Civil War, to the aid of the young and inexperienced ethnic
units of the Red Army. Quite a few Russian Red Army com-
manders and men proudly wore Bukhara decorations awarded
them for their contribution to the struggle against the bas-
machi in Central Asia.

Corps Commander P.A.Pavlov was awarded the Order of
the Red Star ofthe BPSR Ist Class for outstanding feats in the
struggle against the basmachi. In 1923, after a number of fresh
operations against the basmachi that he had successfully ac-
complished, the 4th All-Bukhara Kurultai (Congress) awarded
P.A.Pavlov an unprecedented distinction, a sabre with a badge
ofthe Bukhara order attached to the hilt, for his military merit.
The diploma ofthe Central Executive Committee ofthe Buk-
hara People's Soviet Republic presented to PA.Pavlov toge-
ther with the award said: "On behalf of the grateful people of
Bukhara, their elective body, the Fourth All-Bukhara Kurultai,
has resolved to award you a silver sabre ofhonour with a badge
ofthe Order of Military Distinction 1st Class on the hilt. This
distinction is conferred on you, esteemed Comrade Pavlov, for
your victories over the enemies ofthe people of Bukhara." The
text ofthe diploma was also engraved on the blade ofthe sabre
and its scabbard was adorned with five miniature gold badges
of the order.

The Khorezm People's Soviet Republic also had its own
combat decorations: the Red Military Order and the Order of
the Red Banner. Red Military Order No. 1 was given to squad-
ron commander of the 1Ist Khorezm Cavalry Regiment F.K.-
Kalzafarov. The badge ofthe order and the decoration certific-
ate are to be seen in the History Museum.

After the formation ofthe Union of Soviet Socialist Repub-
lics in 1922, the country's military decoration, the Order ofthe
Red Banner of the USSR, was instituted by the ordinance of
the Central Executive Committee of the USSR of August 1,

1924. Considering the great historic significance ofthe orders
of the Union republics as vivid illustrations of the heroic
events of the Civil War, it was decided not to exchange their
badges for those of the AH-Union order.

On April 6, 1930, the Order of Lenin, the country's highest
decoration, was instituted by an ordinance ofthe Presidium of
the Central Executive Committee ofthe USSR. The statute of
the order, approved on May 5,1930, says that the Order of Le-
nin is awarded to individual citizens, collectives, institutions,
enterprises and public organisations ofthe USSR for outstand-
ing feats contributing to socialist construction. The order is
also awarded to individuals who have contributed greatly to
the national defence of the USSR. Order of Lenin No. 1 was
conferred on the newspaper Komsomolskaya Pravda on May
23,1930, for promoting the acceleration of socialist construc-
tion and in connection with its fifth anniversary.

The initial version ofthe badge ofthe Order of Lenin did not
have representations ofthe red banner and the red star - the
main Soviet symbols. For this reason, the making ofbadges of
the Order of Lenin ofthis type was discontinued in November
1931. The new version of the badge of the Order of Lenin,
made of gold and platinum, comprised a red banner with the
inscription "LENIN" and a red five-pointed star in addition to
the other Soviet symbols and emblems shown on the order.
This badge of the Order of Lenin is presented to those who
have performed outstanding labour and military feats. Some
400,000 people have been decorated with this highest Soviet
order. Among them are workers and servicemen, collective
farmers and scientists representing all the nations and nationa-
lities of the Soviet Union. The Order of Lenin has also been
awarded to quite a few prominent figures in the international
communist and workers' movement.

A particular pride ofthe section on numismatics is Order of
Lenin No. 401149, which was presented to the History Mu-
seum on February 6,1972 for its substantial contribution to the
development of historical science and in connection with its
100th anniversary.

A number of new awards were instituted in the years ofthe
Great Patriotic War (1941-1945).

On May 20, 1942, the Order of the Patriotic War of two
classes was established. Its designer, artist A.l.Kuznetsov,
used the red star, the emblem ofthe Soviet Armed Forces, as
the basis. The central medallion has the inscription "Patriotic
War" on a white enamel circle. The military nature ofthe or-
der is emphasised by a crossed rifle and sabre. In the centre of
the badge on red enamel are a gold hammer and sickle - the
symbol of the alliance of the workers and peasants.

The statute ofthe Order ofthe Patriotic War provided that it
was to be awarded to servicemen of all arms of the fighting
forces as well as to civilians who had distinguished themselves
in fighting the Nazis. By an ordinance ofJuly 2,1942, this order
was conferred on nine artillerymen for heroism displayed in
battles near Kharkov. The first name mentioned in the ordin-
ance is that of Captain Ivan Krikly. His artillery division des-
troyed 32 enemy tanks and over 300 infantrymen in an engage-
ment with Nazi troops. Captain Krikly did not live to receive
the high award: he was fatally wounded and died in hospital.
Order ofthe Patriotic War 1st Class No. 1 was handed over to
the family of officer V.P.Konyukhov, who was killed in action.
Order of the Patriotic War 2nd Class No. 1 is in the family of
Senior Lieutenant P.A.Razhkin, who also gave his life for the
Motherland. In all, 350,000 Soviet people were awarded the
Order ofthe Patriotic War 1 st Class and more than a million re-
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ceived the Order of the Patriotic War 2nd Class for their ex-
ploitsin the last war. Thisorder was aso conferred on many ci-
tizens of other countries who contributed to the common
cause of struggle against Nazism.

During the celebration of the 40th anniversary of the victory
over Nazism, al the surviving participants in the Great Patriot-
ic War were awarded the Order of the Patriotic War, 1¢ or 2nd
Class, depending on their contribution to the victory.

In the years of the Great Patriotic War, several orders named
after great Russian military and naval commanders were es-
tablished. They were intended for senior officers of the Red
Army and Navy who showed themselves to be kilful com-
manders.

The Order of Suvorov of three classes was given to com-
manding officers who carried out asuccessful offensve opera-
tion against a superior enemy force, routing the enemy. Order
of Suvorov 149 ClassNo. 1 wasawarded to the outstanding So-
viet military leader Marshd of the Soviet Union Georgi Zhu-
kov. Order of Suvorov 2nd ClassNo. 1 was presented to Lieu-
tenant-General V.M.Badanov, commander of a tank corps. Al-
together, thousands of Soviet senior officers received this high
award of one class or another during the war.

The order named &fter the great Russian military leader
Mikhail Kutuzov also had three classes and was intended as an
award for skilfully dodging an enemy blow and dealing a suc-
cessful counterblow - a tactic of which Kutuzov was a recog-
nised master. Order of Kutuzov 1¢ Class No. 1 wes given to
II__ieuta(‘ejnant-General [.V.Gaanin for outstanding feats at Sta-

ingrad.

In October 1943, when the Red Army began ousting the in-
vaders from the Soviet Ukraine, the order named after Bogdan
Khtnelnitsky, the outstanding son of the Ukrainian people,
was ingtituted. Besides servicemen of regular Red Army units,
this order could also be awarded to partisans who distin-
guished themselves in fighting the Nazi invaders. Order of
Bogdan Khmelnitsky 14 Class No. 1 was given, by an ordin-
ance of October 26, 1943,to Major-General A.l.Danilov, Com-
mander of the 12th Army of the Third Ukrainian Front, for his
part in the liberation of the city of Zaporozhye.

The Order of Alexander Nevsky, of one class, could be
awarded to Red Army officers holding the rank from platoon
commander to divison commander for directing a successful
operation resulting in inflicting heavy losses on the enemy.
The firg officer to receive this order was Senior Lieutenant
I.N.Ruban, commander of amarine battalion, for repulsing an
attack mounted by awhole Nazi regiment supported by tanks.
All in all, this order was awarded more than 40,000 times.

In March 1944, when the offensive of the Red Army and Na-
vy was in full swing, ordersfor nava officers and admirals were
instituted. These orders were named dfter the outstanding
Russian naval commanders Fyodor Ushakov and Pavel Nakhi-
mov. The Order of Ushakov of two classes, the highest naval
decoration, was to be awarded, underits statute, to “officers of
the Navy of the USSR for outstanding successes in working
out, conducting and supporting sea fights and operations re-
sulting in a victory over anumerically superior enemy force."
Captain B.M.Khomich of the USSR Navy took part in design-
ing the badge of the order. Order of Ushakov 14 Class No. 1
was given to Vice-Admiral V.ETributs, Commander of the Or-
der of the Red Banner Baltic Fleet. The same award, but of the
2nd Class, was awarded to Ushakov's descendant, Yu.F.Ral,
who commanded the Kronstadt defence area during the Great
Patriotic War.
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Lieutenant-General P.A.Morgunov, Chief of the Coastal
Defence of the Black Sea Fleet, was thefirst to be awarded the
Order of Nakhimov 14 Class in May 1944. Earlier, in April
1944, the first Order of Nakhimov 2nd Class was conferred on
Junior Lieutenant N.l.Vasin, a nava pilot of the Northern
Fleet. The brave pilot, however, did not receive the order: he
died aheroic death in May of that same year. Order of Nakhi-
mov 1g Class No. 1 was presented to Captain N.E.Feldman
and Order of Nakhimov 2nd Class No. 1, to Commander
G.N.Slizky.

By an ordinance of November 8,1943, the Order of Victory,
the highest Soviet military decoration, was ingtituted. The war
was ill on and part of the Soviet territory was till occupied by
the enemy, yet dl the Soviet people were confident of the im-
minent victory over Nazism. The Order of Victory was intend-
ed to be given to top-ranking commanders of the Red Army for
a successful operation within the framework of one or severa
fronts resulting in aradica change of the situation in favour of
the Soviet Armed Forces.

The five-pointed ruby star of the Order of Victory, adorned
with 110 diamonds, was given to eleven outstanding Soviet
military leaders in the years of the Great Patriotic War. Order
of Victory No. 1 was presented to Marsha of the Soviet Union
Georgi Zhukov. Besides him, this decoration was conferred
(in the order of presentation) on A.M.Vaslevsky, JV.Sa
lin, K.K.Rokossovsky, |.SKonev, R.YaMadinovsky, F.I.Tol-
bukhin, L.A.Govorov, S.K.Timoshenko, A.l.Antonov, and
K.A.Meretskov. Stalin, Zhukov and Vasilevsky were awarded
the Order of Victory twice.

A number of noted military leaders of the countries of the
anti-Hitler coalition were also decorated with the Order of
Victory. Among them were Marshal Josip Broz Tito, Com-
mander-in-Chief of the Yugodav People's Liberation Army,
General Micha Rola-Zymierski, Commander-in-Chief of the
Polish Army, British Field Marshd Bernard Lav Montgomery,
US General Dwight Eisenhower, and King Mihai | of Romania

On the same day as the military leaders' Order of Victory,
the Order of Glory, the most highly respected soldiers' decora-
tion, was instituted. It could be awarded to soldiers, sergeants
and sergeants-mgjor, and aso to junior lieutenants of the Air
Force, for personal valour in battle. Both the qudlifications for
this order and the sequence of its presentation (first, the 3rd
class, then the 2nd class and, finally, the 14 class) closdly re-
semble the statute of prerevolutionary St George's cross - the
most honorable soldiers decoration at the time. Moreover, its
designer, N.I.Moskalyov, deliberately used black-and-orangc
St George's ribbon as the ribbon of the Order of Glory.

Private ST.Kuzin, a holder of two St George's crosses,
fought in the ranks of the Red Army and was awarded two Ord-
ers of Glory for heroism displayed in the years of the Great Pa
triotic War. It was no mean feat to win this decoration, for, un-
der its statute, it could be given, for example, to those who
were thefirst to break into the enemy's positions, who saved
the bettle standard of the unit in amoment of danger, or who
saved the life of their unit commander in a critical Situation at
the risk of their own lives. During the Great Patriotic War,
about 2500 servicemen, including four women - sniper N.Pe-
trova, machine-gunner D.Stanilijene, nurse M.Nozdracheva,
and aircraft gunner and signaller N.Zhurkina - were awarded
all the three classes of the Order of Glory. Four of the holders
of the Order of Glory of dl the three classes - Senior Sergeant
A.V.Alyoshin, Sergeant-Major of the Guards EKh.Dubinda,
Sergeant N.I.Kuznetsov, and Junior Lieutenant of the Air



Force |.G.Drachenko - were aso awarded the title of Hero of
the Soviet Union, the country's supreme military distinction.

There is aunit in the Soviet Army whose entire contingent
was awarded the Order of Glory for a battle fought during the
Great Patriotic War. Thisisthe 1¢ Battalion of the Order of the
Red Banner 215th Regiment of the Orders of the Red Banner,
Lenin and Suvorov 77th Guards Chernigov Infantry Division.
In battles for the liberation of Poland, on January 14, 1945,
during a break-through of deep-echeloned Nazi defences on
the left bank of the Vistula, the battalion commanded by
Guards Mgor B.N.Yemdyanov, a 23-year-old Communist,
captured three lines of the enemy trenches in a swift assault
and held them until the approach of the main Soviet forces. All
the servicemen of the battalion performed outstanding feats.
More than thirty of them, who were wounded, refused to leave
the battlefield and continued fighting the enemy. When an
enemy machine-gun barred the advancing battalion'sway, Se-
nior Sergeant of the Guards |.Y ePerov blocked the firing port
with his body, repeating the heroic deed of Alexander Matro-
sov. All the soldiers, sergeants and sergeants-major of the bat-
talion received the Order of Glory, the company commanders
were given the Order of the Red Banner and the platoon com-
manders were awarded the Order of Alexander Nevsky. The
commander of the battalion, B.N.Yemelyanov. was awarded
the title of Hero of the Soviet Union.

Today the Soviet Army stands on guard of the peaceful work
of the Soviet people and of the working people of the socialist
community countries. On October 28, 1974, the Order "For
Service to Motherland in the Armed Forces of the USSR" of
three classes was ingtituted as a mark of esteem for servicemen
who have distinguished themselves in combat and political
training and who have shown valour, sef-sacrifice and other
merits while serving in the army.

Besides orders. there
OVFIQ\E/T E existed quite anumber of
SE © service decorations, rank-

DECORATIONS  ing doseto orders, which
were awarded in the name of the Central Executive Commit-
tees of the Soviet republics.

In the Azerbaijan SSR, the Proletarian Badge of Honour
was ingtituted in 1920, before the establishment of the repub-
lic's Order of the Red Banner. For prominent services to the
state, the Badge of Honour of the Azerbaijan SSR was con-
ferred on Nariman Narimanov, Chairman of the Revolution-
ay Committee of Azerbaijan (subsequently, Chairman of the
Council of People's Commissars of Azerbaijan and one of the
chairmen of the Central Executive Committee of the USSR),
Ali Geidar Karayev, People's Commissar for Military and Na
vad Affars of the Azerbaijan SSR (who was aso awarded the
Order of the Red Banner of the Azerbaijan SSR), A.Nevsky,
Chief of the Militia of the City of Baku and the Baku Gubernia,
and a number of others.

In Armenia, a badge in the form of a five-pointed silver star
adorned with varicoloured enamel was awarded alongside the
Order of the Red Banner. In literature, this badge is often re-
ferred to as an order. In actud fact, it was a badge of honour
awarded in the name of the Central Executive Committee of
,fA_rmeniaor the republic's People's Commissar for Military Af-

ars.

The History Museum has on show certificate No. 4710, is-
sued to Eligum Ter-Kazaryan in 1921: "This present has been
given by the Politica Department of the Armenian Infantry
Division to Comrade Eligum Ter-Kazaryan to cettify that, ac-
cording to Order No. 297 of November 29,1921, of the People's
Commissar for Military Affairs of the Armenian Soviet Socia
list Republic, he, being a holder of the Order of the Red Star,
has the right to wear the Silver Star presented to him as agift,
which isattested by asignature and ased. "Eligum Kazaryan's
Silver Star of Armenia is on display together with this docu-
ment in the History Museum'’s section on numismatics. Here
you can aso see a silver cigarette holder presented to Ter-Ka
zaryan with the following inscription in Armenian engraved
on it; "A present to the Red hero Eligum Ter-Kazaryan. No-
vember 29, 1921, No. 297."

The Silver Star of Armenia was given to active participants
in the establishment and defence of Soviet power on the terri-
tory of the republic. Evidently, bearers of the Order of the Red
Banner of the Armenian SSRwere included among those who
were to be given this distinction.

In two cases, the awarding of the Silver Star of Armenia - to
G.D.Gal and T.Azatyan - was confirmed by orders of the Re-
volutionary Military Council of the USSR.

In the Russian Federation, the badge of honour "In Com-
memoration of the Liberation of Soviet Karelia from White
Finnish Bands' was instituted in 1922. Between October 1921
and February 1922, armed bands numbering up to 6,000 men
and led by White Finnish officers intruded into the territory of
the Russian Federation. Supported by loca kulaks (well-to-do
peasants), they brutaly killed Communists, teachers and
public servants, plundered the population and destroyed
schools and libraries. The small Soviet frontier-guarding units
and locd detachments headed by Communists could not op-
pose the White bandits. It was only regular Red Army units,
whose operations were directed by Commander-in-Chief of
the Armed Forces of the Republic S.S.Kamenev, that put an
end to the White Finns' adventure. A detachment of cadets of
the Petrograd International Military School Named After the
Kardian Labour Commune, commanded by Toivo Antikai-
nen, particularly distinguished itself in routing the White raid-
ers. A heroic sdly on skis, lasting from January 7 to February
25, 1922, was made against the White Finns to Lake Kimas.
Twenty-six participants in the saly, including the commander,
were awarded the Order of the Red Banner of the Russian Fe-
deration. The order of the Russian Federation was dso at-
tached to the banner of the military school. About 70 cadets
were presented with watches.

All the participants in the rout of the White Finnish bands
were entitled to wear a badge with the inscription "To Honest
Soldier of the Karelian Front." This award was entered in the
service record and in the service-and-conduct book.

The Bukhara People's Soviet Republic had till another
award besides the military order. It is referred to in different
documents as the Badge of the Bukhara PSR, the Bukhara
Badge of Military Merit, the Badge of Honour of the Bukhara
PSR, etc. What is actually meant in al these cases is a metal
badge, adorned with varicoloured enamel, which has the ins-
cription "BPSR to Red Fighting Man 1922."

In Yakutia, Soviet power was established through long and
persistent struggle. Here the Red heroes who had distin-
guished themselves most were awarded a special silver badge
of honour conferred in the name of the Yakut Autonomous
Soviet Socialist Republic.
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The Tgik Autonomous Republic (formed in 1924; reorga
nised into the Tgik Soviet Socialist Republic in 1929) institut-
ed a badge named the Badge of Merit of the TASSR. In most of
the cases that we know df, this badge was awarded to those
who distinguished themselves in suppressing the basmachi
movement.

The background of the badge is formed by a round shield
framed in a wreath and laid on two crossed swords. In the
centre of the shield is a red five-pointed star with a hammer
and a sickle, and a crescent. When receiving the badge, those
who were awarded it were also given a printed certificate.

Among the holders of the Badge of Merit of the TASSR
were platoon commander Andrei Vedenin (the future Lieute-
nant-General A.N.Vedenin, Commandant of the Moscow
Kremlin), pilot M.TSlepnyov (who subsequently became one
of the first Heroes of the Soviet Union, who were awarded this
title for participation in rescuing the crew of the icebreaker
Chelyuskin), and others.

The first Soviet medal as a national
award was instituted by an ordinance

OVIET of the Presidium of the Supreme Soviet

MEDALS of the USSR on January 24, 1938, by
the 20th anniversary of the Red Army. Under its statute, the
medal was to be given to dl the regular senior and command-
ing officers of the Workers' and Peasants' Red Army and Navy
who had served 20 yearsin its ranks prior to February' 23,1938,
and aso to participantsin the Civil War who had rendered spe-
cia services to the Motherland.

A tentative version of this medal showing a Red Armyman
on sentry with atank, agun and several warships and planesin
the background was made. In those anxious times, however,
the figure of a serviceman had to symbolise the country's rea-
diness to repulse an enemy attack, so theinitial version of the
design was replaced with a new one, in which the Red Army-
man was firing a rifle.

On October 17, 1938, the medal "For Gallantry" was insti-
tuted, which today till remains the most highly respected So-
viet military medal. It was first awarded "for personal valour
and gallantry in battles with enemies of the Soviet Union" (as
its statute says) to brave frontier guards for efficient actionsin
defending the Soviet borders, to the heroes of the battles with
the Japanese aggressors near Lake Khasan in 1938 and the riv-
er Khalkhin-Gol in 1939, and to servicemen who distinguished
themselves in action during the Soviet-Finnish War of 1939-
1940. The medal "For Military Merit", instituted at the same
time as the medal "For Gallantry", could be given to military
men and civilians "who, in struggle with enemies of the Soviet
state, contributed to the success of military operations at the
front with their efficient, resourceful and bold actions at the
risk of their lives above and beyond the cdl of duty.” In all,
about 26,000 people were awarded the medal "For Gallantry"
and more than 21,000 people were given the meda "For Milit-
ary Merit" in the period before the Great Patriotic War of
1941-1945. In the years of the struggle against the Nazi invad-
ers, millions of Soviet people received these medals.

The title of Hero of the Soviet Union, the highest distinc-
tion in this country, was instituted by an ordinance of the Cen-
tral Executive Committee of the USSR in April 1934. It is con-
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ferred for services to the Soviet state involving the perfor-
mance of a heroic deed.

In 1939, the Gold Star Medal, which is presented to those
awarded the title of Hero of the Soviet Union, was instituted.
Thefirg to receive this highest distinction were the vaiant air-
men who took part in rescuing the crew and passengers of the
icebreaker Chelyuskin, which became ice-bound and went
down near the coast of the Chukotka Peninsula in February
1934. Working day and night in any weather for more than a
month and a haf, seven gallant pilots carried over the Chelyus-
kin crew and passengers to the mainland. By an ordinance of
the Central Executive Committee of the USSR of April 20,
1934, thetitle of Hero of the Soviet Union was conferred on dl
these airmen- M.V.Vodopyanov, |.V.Doronin, N.RKamanin,
SA.Levanevky, A.V.Lygidevky, V.SMolokov, and
M.TSepnyov. Later on, the Gold Star Meda was presented to
them. Before 1941, a total of 626 people were awarded this
high title, and sx of them were given the Gold Star of Hero of
the Soviet Union twice. In the years of the Great Patriotic War,
over 11,500 Soviet people of more than 100 nationalities be-
came Heroes of the Soviet Union. Besides, a number of citi-
zens of other countries were aso awarded the Gold Star Medal
for heroic feats performed in the struggle against Nazism. The
first foreign citizen to receive the highest Soviet distinction
(posthumously) was Otakar Jaros, an officer of a Czechoslo-
vak Army unit stationed in the USSR. Besides him, the Gold
Star Meda was conferred for heroic deeds performed in the
struggle against Nazism on another four servicemen of the
Czechodovak Army, three servicemen of the Polish Army,
four airmen from the French Normandie-Niemen Fighter Re-
giment, which fought as a unit of the Soviet Armed Forces,
and Bulgarian General Vladimir Stoyanov-Zayimov, who was
shot to death by Nazi henchmen in 1942. The Gold Star of
Hero of the Soviet Union was posthumously awarded to Cap-
tain of the Guards Ruben Ibarruri, commander of a machine-
gun company, the son of the ardent Spanish Communist Do-
lores Ibarruri. The gallant German patriot and antifascist Fritz
Schmenkel, who fought against the Nazis in a Soviet partisan
detachment and gave his life for the homeland of the October
Revolution, was also made Hero of the Soviet Union.

In the years of the Great Patriotic War of 1941-1945, the feats
of arms and labour performed by the Soviet people were so nu-
merous and so diverse that quite anumber of new awards, inc-
luding medals that would be an appropriate tribute of respect
to the front-line soldiers, partisans and underground activists,
and aso to the workers on the home front, had to be instituted.
A great contribution to the victory was made by the Soviet par-
tisans. Many thousands of popular avengers were given the
same orders and medals as the servicemen of the regular Red
Army, and 190 of them who were the bravest were awarded the
title of Hero of the Soviet Union. There was a decoration,
however, which was given only to partisans - the medal "To
Partisan of the Patriotic War" of two classes. A total of 127,000
people were awarded this medal.

In 1944, specia distinctions were instituted for navymen.
These medals were named after the outstanding Russian naval
commanders Fyodor Ushakov and Pavel Nakhimov. They
were awarded to rank-and-file servicemen and non-commis-
sioned officers of the Navy for valour and gallantry displayed
in sea battles. The Meda of Nakhimov could also be given to



persons who were not in the Navy but who contributed to the
successful accomplishment of the combat missions of war-
ships and units of the USSR Navy with their efficient and re-
sourceful actions at the risk of their lives above and beyond the
cdl of duty. In al, more than 15,000 Medals of Ushakov and
over 13000 Medals of Nakhimov were awarded during the
Great Patriotic War.

Specia medals were ingtituted for participants in the
defence of various cities and regions of the Soviet Union that
offered particularly stubborn resistance to the Nazi aggres-
Sors.

On December 22,1942, the ordinance on the establishment
of the medal "For the Defence of Leningrad" was adopted, and
as early as April 1943 the first batch of the awards was minted
under extremely hard conditions of the siege, incessant shel-
lings and bombings notwithstanding. Nearly a million and a
haf medals "For the Defence of Leningrad" were received by
the servicemen of the Leningrad Front, the industrial and do-
fice workers of the city's enterprises and the partisans of the
Leningrad Region, who withstood the onglaught of the enemy
and eventually threw the Nazis back from the walls of their na
tive hero city through their common efforts.

Inthe years of the war, medalsfor the defence of the hero ci-
ties of Moscow, Odessa, Sevastopol and Stalingrad and also of
the Caucasus and the Soviet Transpolar Region were ingtitut-
ed. Subsequently, amedal for the defence of the Hero City of
Kiev was established.

Following a number of decisive victories of the Soviet Ar-
my, the enemy was driven out of the Soviet Union. The war
was first continued on the territories of European countries
temporarily occupied by the Nazis and, subsequently, in Nazi
Germany itsdf. The enemy continued to offer fierce resis
tance, in particular, in Budapest, Konigsherg, Vienna and, fi-
ndly, in Berlin. Medals were also instituted for the capture of
these cities. Routing the Nazi armies, the Soviet troops|liberat-
ed not only the population of the temporarily occupied territo-
ries of the Soviet Union, but also the peopl e of other European
countries that had fallen under the Nazi yoke. In this connec-
tion, medals were instituted for participants in the liberation
of Belgrade, Warsaw and Prague.

All the participants in military operations and al the servi-
cemen who performed their duties elsewhere received the me-
dd "For Victory over Germany in the Great Patriotic War of
1941-1945", ingtituted on May 9, 1945 - the Victor}- Day.

After the victory over Nazi Germany, the Soviet Union,
loya toitsalied commitments, took part in the war with mili-
tarist Japan. Following the defeat of the million-strong Kwan-
tung Army, Japan signed the act of unconditional surrender on
September 2, 1945. All the Soviet servicemen who participat-
ed in the defeat of Japanese militaristswere decorated with the
meda "For Victory over Japan."

The Soviet people will never forget the severe trials that fell
to their lot in the straggle against Nazism. To mark jubilees,
medals in commemoration of the 20th, 30th and 40th anniver-
saries of the victory over Nazi Germany were instituted.

Today as ever, the Soviet Army stands on guard of the peace-
fu labour of the Soviet people. In October 1974, the medal
"For Conspicuous Service" of two classes was instituted as an
award to servicemen who have distinguished themselves in
combat and political training and who have shown valour, sdf-
sacrifice and other merits while serving in the army. The me-
da "For Conspicuous Service in Guarding the State Border of
the USSR" is also awarded for smilar merits.

The first Soviet state awarlds
were the Honorary Revolu-

OLLECTIVE tionary Red Banners - col-

AWARDS lective distinctions which
were presented in the name of the All-Russia Central Execu-
tive Committee to Red Army units that displayed particular
gallantry in battle. This award was instituted in August 1918.
The first collective awards were given to units fighting at the
Eastern Front against the White forces led by Admira Kol-
chak, which was where the destiny of the Revolution was be-
ing decided at the time. Among the units that received these
awards were the 5th Latvian Rifle Regiment under the com-
mand of Joachim Vacetis, the Nikolayevsky Regiment com-
manded by Vasli Chapayev, the 1¢ Combined Simbirsk Iron
Division, and a number of others.

After the formation of the Soviet Union in 1922, anew All-
Union archetype of honorary banner was established, which
began to be given to Red Army units which distinguished
themselves. It was aso then that the Honorary Revolutionary
Ensign was instituted.

In the first years of the Great Patriotic War, in the period of
the most bitter trials, the Soviet Guards came into being. The
title of Guardswas an honourable and much sought for collec-
tive award for whole units that particularly distinguished
themselves in battles with the Nazis. The order of September
18,1941, said: "The 110th, 127th, 153rd and 161t infantry divi-
sions displayed models of valour, gallantry, discipline and or-
ganisation in numerous battles for our Soviet Motherland
againgt the Hitlerite hordes of fascis Germany. Under the
hard conditions of struggle, these divisons more than once
inflicted crushing defeats on German fascist troops, put them
to flight and struck terror into them." By this order, the divi-
sionswere renamed the 1<, 2nd, 3rd and 4th Guards divisions.
They were ceremonially presented with specia Guards bann-
ers bearing aportrait of Lenin, and the entire personnel of the
divisons were granted the right to wear the badge of the
Guards.

In the spring of 1942, the first Guards warships such as the
cruiser Krasny Kavkaz, the destroyer Soiky and a number of
others appeared in the Soviet Navy.

Subsequently, whole armies and corps, including infantry,
tank and air armies and corps, were awarded the title of Guards
for outstanding heroism. The Guards fought at the most im-
portant sectors of the front, confirming their right to this high
title. By the end of the war, hundreds of Soviet Army units re-
ceived honorary Guards banners. Thousands of units and for-
mations attached combat decorations to their banners. From
1945, specia decoration ribbons are fastened to banners deco-
rated with military distinctions.

Today as ever, the Soviet Army vigilantly guards the gains of
the Great October Socialist Revolution and the peaceful work
of the Soviet people. Shoulder to shoulder with the Soviet Ar-
mymen, the soldiers of the armies of the fraternal socialist
states are doing their service. Asan award for amajor contribu-
tion to the strengthening of the alliance of the armed forces of
the Warsaw Treaty member countries, specia distinctions,
including the Soviet medal "For Strengthening Combat Alli-
ance", have been established.
